2006 FAPA Yokohama Declaration

1. The role of the Pharmacists has been changed to expand broader clinical services
through many challenges not only in hospital or medical center but also in community
pharmacy through collaboration between and other supporting professionals.

2. Although recognizing the difference in ethics of member countries, pharmacists should
share basement ethics for extending healthcare activities.

3. Pharmacists must take primary responsibility for communicating with other
healthcare professionals involved in the patient care in assuring the appropriate use of
medications.

4. Pharmacists of FAPA member countries must play active role in educating the public
about the ill effects of tobacco smoking to health and in implementing interventions to

limit exposure to tobacco to maintain the health of the community.
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
